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It is our pleasure that anyone who resists the measures of this statute be subject to a capital penalty for daring to do so. And let no one consider the statute harsh, since there is at hand a ready protection from danger in the observance of moderation. ...We therefore exhort the loyalty of all, So that a regulation instituted for the public good may be observed with willing obedience and due scruple, especially as it is seen  that by a statute of this kind provision has been made, not for single municipalities and peoples and provinces but for the whole world.
