□ International exchange: at least one full term abroad as a full-time student at one of York University’s 
exchange partners 

□ Cumulative grade point average of at least 5.0 

 
NOTE: For the general education category, students must take 21 credits of general education including: 
6.00 credits in natural science (NATS); A 9.00 credit approved general education course in the social science 
or humanities categories; and a 6.00 credit approved general education course in the opposite category to 
the 9.00 credit course in the social science or humanities already taken. General Education courses are 
offered at the 1000 level.
